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Special on World Environment Day: June 5

From bullock carts to jets, science has made enonnous progress.

Today we use gadgets which no one could even imagine a century ago.

We live in an age of ready-to-use-products with a life Styte which is
very distant from nafure. And as a result, today, we are at crossroads

where we can no longer afford to ignore the threats of global warming
and climate change. It's high time thatwe readjust our lifestyles to care

for our mother earth and preserve resources for the future generations.
The Jainism way of living, rooted inAhimsa, Asceticism, Apraighraha,
and Sarvod&y&, is very tender towards the nafure and offers a

comprehensive solution to all environmental problems. Jain Agamas
(Holy texts) have elaborate discussions on the life style of humans.

They detail out eco-friendly ways even for the minute day to day
activities. Jainism tries to shape our attitude toward nature by
prescribing humane and nonviolent approaches to everyday behavior.

The central tenet of Jainism i.e. Ahimsa or the theory of nonviolence,
involves avoidance of killing- not just of humans and animals but of all living beings. The Ahimsa in Jainism is
defined as love and affection for all living beings. The definition is not limited to just include the obvious
animate things like human and animals but it believes in the presence of soul even in the inanimate things also,
which are generally deemed as nonJiving by others. Water, air, fire, earth and trees are considered'Sthavar Jeev'
(immobile) in Jainism. Vegetarianism, drinking of filtered water, prohibition of leather, not eating vegekbles
which cause whole plants to be uprooted, limiting usage of motor operated vehicle and the other aspects of the
code of conduct are not merely manifestation ofAhimsa in our daily life. In fact these practices are also deeply
woven around the idea ofprotecting our environment and ecosystem.

The present environmental problem also lies in our prevalent model of uncontrolled consumerism and our
definition of development, which has established consumerism as an index of development. Nations, societies
and people are considered developed and civilized on the basis oftheir scale ofconsumption. This se€ms to have
triggered a mad race for more and more consumerism. However any development can be sustainable only ifthe
consumption inter-alia exploitation of resources is limited to their carrying capacity and renewability.
Ignorance ofmankindhas actuallyput the whole living fraternity in crisis ofexistence.

Jainism with its principles ofAprigraha, strongly advocates against the blind and indiscreet consumption. It also
lays emphasis on sustainable development and does notpermit anyone to exploit eventhe material things.

The term for ecology and its protection in Jainism is Sarvodaya- the concern for lifting up all life forms, as

articulated by Samantabhadra (third century A. D.), the prominent Jain philosopher. Acharya Jinasena
explained the same view of social equality by saying that the entire world is one because of its inter-relatedness.
Jain ecology is based on central tenets of spirituality, equality and inter-relatedness. Each life form, plant, or
animal, has an inherent worth and each must be respected. Jainism presents a worldview that stresses the
interrelatedness of life-forms rooted in the firm beliefthat souls and living beings help each other. Jainism paves

the way to understand the importance and relevance ofnature, plants, worms, animals, and all sorts of creatures
with their own importance for maintaining ecological balance. These non-violent and eco-friendly ethics can
easily be extended to adopt them as the earth ethics. Practice of these principles leads the practitioners to the
conservation of our mother earth. Jains have a history of advocacy against meat eating and animal sacrifice, as

well as their success at developing business areas that avoid overt violence. Jains, even today, practise these
principles and religious traditions prescribed for the protection of nature. Through its philosophy, its ascetic
practices, and in its narrative arts and architecture, Jainism and its leaders have made efforts to create the society
dedicated to love for all creatures.

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Most of us in the IT field are used to do one thing before

leaving for the day from offrcg press Ctrl+Alt+ Del and

leave for home happily. That intJans yqur PC is still oll.

One nonnal PC in the sleeping mode (Hibernation) will
consume 35 watts/hr. With 168 hours in a week, if we

consider that we areworking for 68 hours, then the PC is in
sleeping mode for 100 Hrs a week. For one month this
translates into 4 x 100 : 400 Hrs. In a nofinal IT office, if
we assume approximately 250 PCs are there, this results

into 250 x400: 1,00,000 Hrs. i :

Therefore the average power wasted in an oflice in a month
is, 100000 x 35 : 3500 KWH or units. If the charge per

unit is Indian Rs. 6, then totally the wastage value is approximately 21000 Indian rupees.

Here the sad thing is not the money loss to the company but the power loss to the country. Many villages

can get electricity with the units of electricity thus saved.

Unplug seldom used appliances.

Turn off lights, computers and other appliances when not in
use.

Purchase appliances and office equipment with the Energy
Star I.abel; old refrigerators, for example, use up to 50% more
electricity than newer models.

Use compact fluorescent light bulbs to save money and

energy.

Buy items in bulk from loose bins when possible to reduce the
packagirg wasted. Avoid products with several layers of
packaging.

Reuse items like bags and containers when possible.

Reduce polythene bag usage.

Use cloth napkins instead of paper tissues.

Don't print unless it's really necessary.

Reduce the use of disposable item. Buy products that you can
reuse.

Shop with a canvas/jute bag instead of paper and plastic bags.

Buy rechargeable batteries for devices used frequently.

Buy used furniture - there is a surplus of it, and it is much
cheaper than new furnifure.

Super 30

Every year, some 230,000 stdArts take the notoriously
difficult exam for a spot in one of the'prestigious Indian
Institutes ofTechnology, but only 5,000 pass. Last year, 30 of
them came from one coaching center in Patna, capital of the
impoverished north Indian state of Bihar. That may not seem
like many, but for the Super 30 center, it's a pass rateof I 00o/o.

What makes that feat even more remarkable is that these

students are the poorest of the poor, who would otherwise
never be able to afford full-time coaching. Super 30's
founder, local mathematician Anand Kumar-who himself
missed a chance to study at Cambridge because he didn't have
enough money- gives fuIl scholarships, including room,
boarding and travel, to every batch of 30 students he accepts.
It is reflected in the group, which comprises wards of brick
kiln worker, rickshaw puller, landless farmer, roadside
vendor and the likes. They have all seen the change with sheer

disbelief in their eyes that their children are now going to be

top technocmts.

As my friend was passing by an elephant, he suddenly stopped,
confused by the fact that these huge creatures were being held
by only a small rope tied to their front leg. No chains, ro cages.

It was obvious that the elephants could, at anytime, break away
from the ropes they were tied to but for some reason, they did
not. My friend saw a trainer nearby and asked why these
beautiful, magnificent animals just stood there and made no
attempt to get away.

"Well," he said, "when they arevery young and much smaller
we use the same size rope to tie them and, atthat d3a, it's enough
to hold them. As they grow up, they are conditioned to believe
they cannot break away. They believe the rope can still hold them, so they never try to break free." My friend was
amazed. These animals could at any time break free from theirbonds but because they believed they couldn't,
they were stuck right where they were.

Like the elephants, how many of us go through life hanging onto a belief that we cannot do something, simply
because we failed at it once before? So make an attempt to grow further. . . . Why shouldn't we ry itagain?
