Dr. Kusum Jain is a distinguished professor of philosophy and a leading
scholar of Jain studies, with a career spanning several decades of teaching,
research, and academic leadership.

Dr. Jain has played an influential role in academic publishing through long-standing editorial
responsibilities and has actively participated in national and international scholarly forums.

She has been a key speaker in over hundred international and national conferences including at the
international conference on The Big Bang and the Interface of Knowledge organized by CERN (European
Council for Nuclear Research) in Geneva and France. She spends her time on research, publishing and is a
strict follower of moral values.

YJA 2001: The first YJA ceremony was organized at
Shivpuri (M.P.). Dr. Sunita Jain, Professor, IIT Delhi,
graced the occasion as the Chief Guest. A total of
224 lass XII students were honoured with the
Young Jaina Award-2001.

YJA 2002: The second ceremony was held at
Jaipur, with 1,050 Jain students from Classes X and
XII in attendance. More than 200 students had
secured distinguished positions in IIT, CPET/PET,
and CPMT/PMT. Smt. Saryu Daftari, eminent
industrialist and social worker from Mumbai, was
the Chief Guest.

YJA 2003: The third ceremony took place at
Ramganjmandi (Kota, Rajasthan), where 1,025
students were invited. This included 231 students
scoring 85% and above in Class X, 574 students
scoring 75% and above in Class XII, along with 88
special and 132 additional awardees. Dr. Sunita
Jain, Professor, IIT Delhi, was the Chief Guest.

YJA 2004: The fourth ceremony was organized at
Ashok Nagar (M.P.), with participation from over
1,200 students. Based on student feedback, it was
regarded as the best ceremony till that time. Dr.
Sunita Jain, Professor, IIT Delhi, was the Chief
Guest. Dr. Pratibha Jain (Professor, History and
Indian Culture), Jaipur and Mrs. Vimla Jain, High
Court Judge were the Chief guests.

YJA 2005: Held at Morena (M.P.), this ceremony
witnessed a record 1,500 students being
awarded—the highest number among all YJA
ceremonies till then. Smt. Vanmala Ji, Prof. IIT
Bombay was the Chief Guest.

YJA 2008: For the first time, YJA was organized
without the direct presence of Munishri
Kshamasagar Ji. The ceremony at Padampura
(Jaipur) honoured around 700 students.

YJA 2015: Although Maitree Samooh continued to
send certificates and awards during 2009-2014,




the physical ceremony resumed in 2015 after a six-
year gap. Organized at Pawagiri Ji (Jhansi, U.P.), the
event received over 1,300 applications, with
around 100 students being awarded by poet Dr
Medhavi Jain, Delhi.

YJA 2016: The ceremony at Gomattgiri Ji (Indore,
M.P) honored approximately 180 students. Ms.
Ratna Jain, renowned doctor, was the Chief Guest.

YJA 2017: Organized at Sonagir Ji (Datia, M.P.), this
ceremony awarded around 170 students. Prof. Lad
Kumari Jain, noted social activist, was the Chief
Guest.

YJA 2018: About 1,380 applications were received
across categories including Classes X and XII,
Competitive Exams, and Public Service
Examinations. 183 students were awarded in
person at Hastinapur Ji (Meerut, UP.). Smt. Abha
Jain, was the Chief Guest.

YJA 2019: Held at Ujjain (M.P.), the ceremony
received over 1,500 applications, with
approximately 170 students awarded in person.

Ms. Shobhana Jain, renowned journalist and Dr
Renu Jain, Vice Chancellor, Devi Ahilya
Vishwavidyalaya, Indore were the Chief Guests.

YJA 2022: Due to the pandemic, ceremonies were
not held in 2020 and 202 1. After a two-year hiatus,
YJA resumed at Kundalpur Ji (Damoh). Over 2,080
applications were received nationwide, and around
200 students were invited for the main ceremony.
Smt. Madhavi Jain was the Chief Guest.

YJA 2023: Organized for the second time at
Hastinapur Ji (Meerut), the event received
approximately 2,340 applications, with around
250 students felicitated in the main ceremony. Ms.
Shobhana Jain, renowned journalist was the Chief
Guest.

YJA 2024: The ceremony at Kundalpur Ji (Damoh)
attracted around 2,780 applications from across
the country, and approximately 210 students were
honoured in the main event. Dr Sudha Malaiya
(Social Worker) and Mrs. Seth were the Chief
Guests.
